Create your site in both languages: English and Japanese.
Use Keywords such as: “Toastmasters, speech, English
conversation, presentation, local area name (ex. Tokyo)” etc...
Especially, Keywords in the title tag and page title are important.
Add links to other clubs.
Ask them to add links to your club on their pages.

Use a Blog. Blogs are full of text.
Text is optimized for search engines.
