Keene, Professor Emeritus of Columbia University. He reminded us of the
importance of effective communication with words and strong leadership with his
deeds and actions when he encouraged us during the aftermath of the devastating
earthquake and tsunami last year. As a commemorative speech in Japanese
language, Professor Keene talked about the “Oath in Five Articles” announced

by the Meiji Emperor when he was 16 in 1868 to show an example of effective
communication and strong leadership that led the opening of Japan and the
development of the country.
